Budget Amendment–Waste Water Treatment Plan–Dave Dunn

Attached.  County building permit should be released soon.  In order to satisfy some requirements of building permit, funding should be in place in certain areas.  Budget amendment for line item in Capital Outlay for $500,000 for expenses, and a line item for a credit of $500,000 as an off-set to the expenses.

Smith–Believes MML states that municipalities are exempt from local Planning & Zoning regulations.

Dave–Good accounting practices are a requirement of the CIP.  

Smith–Why do we need a building permit?

Dave–We are required to have one.  Need Planner to answer these questions.  Hanson system that County uses requires City Planner to sign off.

Mayor–Believes spending half a million dollars should be in the CIP.  Auditors will not like this practice during a future audit.
